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Course description. In this capstone course, midshipmen will apply operations research techniques to Navy-
relevant problems. Midshipmen will work in teams on projects coordinated with the Johns Hopkins
University Applied Physics Laboratory (APL). Midshipmen will present their results in writing and
orally, including a �nal written report summarizing their project work, and a �nal oral presentation to
the students and faculty of the mathematics department.
